RULES  -  COMPULSORY PIECES  -  APPLICATION FORM

RULES

Art. 1 - The 4th International Liric Competition “Ruggiero Leoncavallo” Città di Montalto Uffugo will take place between 20-24 August 2003 in Montalto Uffugo (CS), in the Sala Consiliare Comunale.

Art. 2 - The competition is open to singers of all nationalities, with no age limit, of any voice register, with the exclusion of those who have won first prize in the past editions.

Art.3 - The application forms must be sent by registered mail to:

and arrive on or before 5 August 2003.

 Together with the application form competitors must enclose the following documents:

a) a copy of identity card or other document with photo suitable for identification;

b) one artistic photo;

c) selected programme for all the various auditions;

d) those who require a piano accompanist should send a photocopy of all the chosen pieces;

In case the competitor will not participate or he/she will not be accepted for the non-acceptance of the application due to the regulations, the organisation is not obliged to repay the admission fee. All applications received after the expiring date will not be accepted.

Art.4- All candidates should present themselves at 9:30 a.m. on the first day of the competition (20 August) for roll-call with a valid identification document and a copy of the pieces to be performed. The candidates who will not be present at the roll-call will be excluded from the competition, unless the delay will be proven by justified motivation. The roll-call will be in alphabetical order.

Art.5 - The day before of the preliminary round in the Sala Consiliare of Montalto Uffugo there will be available a piano accompanist from10.00 a.m. to 10.00 p.m. All candidates must book a rehearsal time by calling the artistic secretary of the festival at 0984 938751 (Telephone and fax number).

Art.6 – The Competition will be articulated in three rounds:

· 1stRound: PRELIMINARY AUDITION. The candidate must perform: ONE OPERA ARIA in the original language selected by the candidate.

· 2nd Round: SEMIFINAL AUDITION. The candidate must perform TWO APERA ARIAS in the original language, at least one of which with recitative or cabaletta (excluding the Aria performed in the first round).

· 3rd Round: FINAL AUDITION. The candidate must perform ONE OR MORE ARIAS presented in the first two rounds on decision of the panel.

Art.7 - Special section Leoncavallo Prize: reserved to those candidates who will perform a piece from Leoncavallo’s operatic repertoire of their own choice together with the other pieces mentioned in Art.6.

Art.8 - The candidates can use the official piano accompanist or provide take along their own accompanist at their expenses.
